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COMMISSIONERS FOR OATHS ACT

An Act relating to commissioners for oaths

Commencement.. 26th August 1993

1. This Act may be cited as the Commissioners for Oaths
Act. .

2. In this Act, unless the context otherwiserequires -

"affidavit" includes affirmation, declaration (not
being a statutory declaration), acknowledgment,
examination and attestation.

3. (1) The Chief Justice may, with the approval of the
Minister responsible for law and by notification in the Gazette,
appoint persons being advocates and solicitors of the Supreme
Court to be commissioners for oaths.

(2) A commissioner for oaths appointed under sub-
section (I) shall not exercise any of the powers conferred on
him by this Act in any proceeding in which he is an advocate
or solicitor for any of the parties to the proceeding, in relation
to any person who is a client of himself or of this firm, or in
relation to any matter in which he is interested.

4. (1) Any oath or affidavit required for any purpose in
Brunei Darussalam may be administered or taken in any place
outside Brunei Darussalam by any person having authority to
administer an oath in that place.

(2) In the case of a person having such authority other-
wise than by the law of a foreign country, judicial and official
notice shall be taken of his seal or signature affixed, impressed
or subscribed to or on any such oath or affidavit.
